Q: I want to track information about the user who amended an AR invoice as well as the date and time when it occurred. How do you do this in AccountMate?

 

A: Set up an audit trail for the Accounts Receivable ► AR Invoice File. This audit trail will record all user activity regarding AR invoices including which username amended the invoice, the date and time of the activity, and other changes. To find the information, run the Administrator program; then, select Setup ► Audit Trail ► Audit Trail Setup.
